The script loses marks, however,
because it doesn’t answer the question about ‘which medium is most effective’ and also because it is
under the minimum length (only 230 words).

The writer has tried to organise ideas and uses paragraphing to structure the response. However,
the message 1s confused at times and the answer is incomplete. Some ideas are linked appropriately,
but there 1s a lot of repetition across sentences,

The writer uses a limuted range of language quite repetitively and there are only simple sentences.

1$ no attempt to relate this to information in the graph.

The description is not well organised, although a range of linkers are used, and the use of
paragraphs does not reflect the different sections of information covered.

There 15 a brief introduction to the topic, with an attempt to paraphrase the rubric; the overall
structure of the writing 1s clear, with some use of basic discourse markers. There 1s very little use of
reference, however, resulting 1n a considerable amount of repetition of key vocabulary.

There is a fairly narrow range of sentence types and errors occur in verb formation and n the use
of tenses.
